AUDITING COMMITTEE: Charter mandated committee to audit the City bills. Two (2) members appointed by Mayor

BUDGET, FINANCE & CITY SERVICES: Monitors the activities of the Mayors office, Treasurer’s office, Purchasing Department, Law Department, City Building Maintenance, City Court, Tax Asser’s Office,  Police and Fire Departments as well as  all matters dealing with public safety.. Monitors all finical activities the City is involved in. Deals with all personnel matters and monitors the Civil Service commission. The committee Chairman represents the Council in matters involving City sponsored sanctioned events, celebrations, including Memorial Day Parade. 

COMMUNITY SERVICES & YOUTH COMMITTEE: Monitors the activities of those services provided by the City of a community service nature. Monitors the activities and acts as the lesion between the Common Council and the following organizations; Housing  Authority Board,; Boys & Girls Club; School Board; Library and Senior Citizens Organizations. Monitors and advises the activities of the Youth department, including the Summer Program & operations and maintenance of parks & playgrounds.

PLANNING & DEVOLOPMENT COMMITTEE: Monitors the activities of the Planning Department, Building & Zoning Administration and all related programs including Small Cities Grant Program. Monitors the activities of the Planning Commission and the Zoning Board of Appeals.

WATER AND SEWER COMMITTEE Monitors all activities of Water and Sewer Department. Is responsible for the establishment, repair and maintenance of city’s water and sewer infrastructure.

SOLID WASTE, PUBLIC WORKS & WATER COMMITTEE: Monitors all activities of Solid Waste Department and Public Works Department. Is responsible for the establishment, repair and maintenance of city streets, sidewalks. Monitors compliance of the City’s Tree Law & street regulations.

PUBLIC SAFETY: Develops needs assessments and monitors service delivery by police and fire departments. Working with Chiefs and staff creates a vision of 5years for the departments to enable funding to be available to meet needs.

TRANSPORTATION COMMITTEE: Responsible for matters with transportation within the city including parking in general as well as Handicapped parking, taxis, railroad and navigational matters.
